	Medical information collected for all members, emergency contacts registered. Endeavour to provide first-aider for all sessions, where possible (in line with our first-aid statement).

	Children to be supervised at all times. If child needs to visit the toilet/changing rooms whilst other groups are using the facilities, a coach must accompany them, make sure no unknown adults are present in changing room and then wait outside the toilet block.
Awareness of other groups using facilities in the sport building.
